

BACKGROUND
As a primary recycling/reclamation vendor for managing surplus electronic equipment (eMaterial) for your Organization, submission of this Disclosure Statement (Statement) by Merit ePartners is a first step in assuring responsible handling of eMaterial in a safe and environmentally responsible manner. This Statement provides you with information on the sites, subcontractors and methods used to manage all downstream eMaterials.

Heavy metals and toxic materials are contained in eMaterial, which if handled improperly, can contaminate the environment and present a risk to human health.  Accordingly, this Disclosure Statement, developed to provide your Organization with a basis to approve Merit ePartnres as a primary eMaterial vendor, describes the sites and processing methods that are used for management of all incoming eMaterial.  As a Client, you have the right to review and evaluate the information provided in this Statement as well as conduct physical audits of our operational facility to ensure compliance to all criteria set forth by this Disclosure Statement.

This Statement has certain provisions related to information provided.  These provisions declare that we as the primary vendor are 1) responsible to ensure Local, State, and Federal environmental, health and safety requirements are continually monitored and 2) that we, the primary vendor, commit to managing your eMaterial utilizing only sites and methods which have been approved by the State and/or your Organization. 

CONTROL AND TRACEABILITY

Each inbound unit of eMaterial received by Merit ePartners is barcoded with a unique control number upon arrival.  This barcode, encoded with information, identifies the shipment or lot number, pallet number, and item number and is traceable to the exact date of shipment receipt, what pallet an item was on, and what supplier provided the item.

Using handheld scanners, our processing staff scan this control number into the database then enters the model number, serial number, and item classification (i.e., monitors, CPU’s, printer, etc.) of the unit. We then have the ability to monitor all movement of the unit throughout our system from in process through finished goods, and finally to outbound shipment. Once the unit has been processed final disposition of the unit is determined and it is placed on either a resell or recycle pallet, also assigned a unique barcoded control number.  This process of palletizing the finished goods continues until there are enough pallets to complete a shipment.

Upon completion of the lot regardless of whether it is to a wholesaler, reseller or recycler an Outbound Shipment Tracker assigns the next sequential outbound number. By assigning a pallet to the outbound number, we are able to generate complete inventory sheets that provide information for each unit on the shipment going out.  Attaching this inventory sheet to and documenting on either an Invoice or Manifest completes the traceability process.

To document the transfer of eMaterial to a State Approved Recycler, Merit ePartners as approved collector CEWID 102516, provides additional traceability through completion of State required Covered Electronic Waste (CEW) Collection Logs and Covered Electronic Waste Transfer Receipts for all SB 20 monitors sent to recycle. 

Certificates of Assured Destruction received from the Recycler give assurance that proper destruction of the monitors is completed.  These documents, along with the collection logs and transfer receipts remain on file at Merit Enterprise’s Operational Site for a period not less than three years.
